The Paramount Theater: Sunday, September 11 and Thursday, September 22
The Paramount Theater, at 215 East Main St. on Charlottesville’s downtown mall, is handicapped-accessible. The closest parking is in the private self-pay lot on East 2nd St. behind Wachovia Bank. Other parking options include the Water Street Garage, entered on SE 3rd St. just off Water Street, the adjacent outdoor lots on Water St., and the Market Street Garage, entered from Market St. in the block between NE 5th and 6th Sts.
All attending the September 22nd concert are invited to a reception 
in The Paramount’s Grand Lobby and Smith Ballroom following the concert.

Old Cabell Hall: September 15, 18 and 25
Old Cabell Hall is located at the opposite end of the Lawn from the Rotunda at the University of Virginia.  The Hall can be approached from the Lawn as well as through New Cabell Hall or Bryan hall (see important note below about construction). The handicap access route through New Cabell is sign-posted. There are three levels of entry to the auditorium. Depending on the location of your seats, you can enter from the lobby, at stage level (but not at the last minute!), or through the handicap door in the loge.  

Old Cabell Hall Parking Information

The Central Grounds Garage beneath the UVA Bookstore is the main parking area for the Old Cabell Hall concerts.  Located on Emmet Street (Business Route 29) south of Ivy Road/University Avenue, the garage is a short walk (5 to 10 minutes) to the Lawn.  If the Emmet Street entrance is closed due to construction, please use the University Avenue entrance. To avoid stairs, use the elevators in the parking garage and in Newcomb Hall.  Reasonable parking fees apply.  Maps are available at www.virginia.edu/Map/.

Important information about handicap parking permits for Old Cabell Hall  

For patrons who need to park close to Old Cabell Hall, there are a limited number of reserved spaces in the C-1 Parking Lot, located off McCormick Road behind Clark and Bryan Halls, and directly adjacent to New Cabell Hall. Entrance to this lot will be closed to the public and will require special dashboard permits, even if you already have a handicapped sticker or license plate on your car. If you require this permit and have not already notified us, please call the Festival Box Office at 434-295-5395 to request one. You may enter the parking lot starting an hour before the concert.
**Important Notice about construction at New Cabell Hall**

 New Cabell Hall renovations may be going on during the Festival. The first three floors of New Cabell Hall will be closing down for several years of extensive renovations. Access to Old Cabell Hall through New Cabell Hall may not be possible during the renovations. If this is the case, patrons will be able to take the elevator from the ground floor of Bryan Hall instead (adjacent to the C-1 lot). Signs will be posted to direct patrons to the available entrances.
